In the story the disciples went into their boat to go to a new
place. Jesus told them to leave without him so he could spend
time praying with God alone. The disciples listened to Jesus and
got in the boat! When Jesus caught up to them, a big storm was
happening. The disciples didn’t recognise who he was through
the storm.

When Jesus called Peter out of the boat, Peter was fine until he
took his eyes off Jesus and focused on the distractions around
him and started to sink. But Jesus caught him! And took him back
to safety which is what he always does with us too.

Craft

Craft: Jesus Walks on Water

Resources needed:

Paper
Lolipop stick
Scissors
Glue

For this craft cut out a template of Jesus and also a
template of a boat. With a separate piece of paper, cut
out a thin line and attach the template of Jesus to the
lollipop stick so you can move him along the cut out line.
See if it floats in the sink!
